Scriptures for Today 
  

John 13: 1 – 5  
“Jesus Washes His Disciples’ Feet 

1 It was just before the Passover Festival. Jesus knew that the 
hour had come for him to leave this world and go to the Father. Having 
loved his own who were in the world, he loved them to the end. 2 The 
evening meal was in progress, and the devil had already prompted Judas, 
the son of Simon Iscariot, to betray Jesus. 3 Jesus knew that the Father 
had put all things under his power, and that he had come from God and 
was returning to God; 4 so he got up from the meal, took off his outer 
clothing, and wrapped a towel around his waist. 5 After that, he poured 
water into a basin and began to wash his disciples’ feet, drying them with 
the towel that was wrapped around him. 

 

John 13: 34 & 35 
34 “A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so 
you must love one another. 35 By this everyone will know that you are my 

disciples, if you love one another.” 
 

1st John 4: 9 – 11 
9 This is how God showed his love among us: He sent his one and only 

Son into the world that we might live through him. 10 This is love: not that 
we loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son as an atoning 

sacrifice for our sins. 11 Dear friends, since God so loved us, we also 
ought to love one another.
